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(Recently, we were contacted by John Holland about his father’s 
Army service. His father, Col. James G Holland Jr., had served at 
Camp Croft during World War II. John has furnished us the com-
ments and information in this article.  

The Henry Kissinger he discusses is the former United States Sec-
retary of State who also underwent training at Camp Croft.) 

My father was a member of the US Army from 1940 to 
1967, Col. James G. Holland Jr.  One of his stations 
was at Camp Croft, at the time he was a Captain. 

We spent 2 years in Paris while he was assigned to 
SHAPE, (Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers Eu-
rope), then back to Carlisle, Pennsylvania to the Army 
War College.  He retired from the army in 1967 and 
took a position at the University of South Carolina 
teaching International Relations.  He retired in 1983 on 
disability and passed away in 1997. 

My father was assigned to Harvard in Boston, Massa-
chusetts with Henry Kissinger as a Fellow.
